almost anywhere nowadays at theatres,
airports and even at train stations.

An obento usually consists of four parts
rice, three parts meat or fish (fried or grilled),
two parts vegetables (pickled?, boiled or
steamed) and one part fruit. It should be

nourishing and healthy, but it must be

appealing too. You often see food shaped

like flowers, animals and sometimes even
cartoon characters! Mothers take great
: pride in creating ‘school-bentos’ for their
children.
